The National Fresh Start program is a
collaborative ministry produced by the Episcopal
Church Foundation, the Episcopal Church
Center and CREDO Institute.

Fresh Start seeks to strengthen the relationships
among clergy, congregations, and the diocese
during the critically productive time of clergy
leadership transitions within a church. Fresh
Start’s content is based on three key principles:
the theory of transition; the importance of rela-
tionship-building, and the need for self-care.
Modules are clustered around these principles

and the general area of leadership.
The four core modules are:

¢ Entering a New System

e Family and Friends: Leading an
Integrated Life

e History-sharing and Understanding

e Transition

The Diocese of LA Fresh Start program is
directed by the Rev. Canon Joanna Satorius and a

diocesan team of assisting facilitators.

Latino Spiritualities: This course focuses on developing
basic skills and knowledge for ministry in Hispanic/Latino
communities. The course is appropriate for students at every
level of Spanish-language ability.

Jesus, Judaism, and Christianity: Jesus was a Jew. Jesus’
first followers were Jews. We cannot understand the person
and work of Jesus or Christianity as a community of faith
without taking into account Christianity’s relation to Judaism.
The goal of the course is to gain insight into the person and
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McLuhan’ s “medium-is-the-message” meets Anglicanism’s via

media at the heart of congregational life.
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Because the reformations of the sixteenth century mark a
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Lutheran, Calvinist, and Anglican churches in Europe. Cathol-

icism and Orthodoxy receive attention in chronological con-

text, and Christian missions in Asia, Africa, and the Americas

are also discussed. The course concludes with the present

time. Readings in original sources are stressed.
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Anglicanism II (1865 — present): The second course in the
Anglicanism sequence continues with study of the Episcopal
Church from 1865 to the present, including Liberal Catholi-
cism, questions of the integration and place of women in the
Church, the development of the Anglican Communion, missi-
ology, ecumenical ecclesiology, and current trends in Anglican
theology. The Constitution and Canons of the Episcopal
Church will also be examined.

The 2012 Spring Semester runs from 1/13 - 5/5.
Tuition is $400.00 per course and scholarship money is
available based on financial need.
